Esimesed teated viinapdletamisest Vihula mai-
sas parinevad 18. sajandi keskpaigast ning sel-
lest sai modisa tiks peamisi tuluallikaid 19. sa-
jandil kuni 20. sajandi alguseni. Algselt toodeti
viina vaid oma moisa vajadusteks ja sellele kuu-
lunud kolme kortsi tarbeks, kuid hiljem miitidi
suur osa viinatoodangust riigile.

Juba 18.-19. sajandi vahetusel oli Vihula moi-
sa viinakook kivist hoonena olemas ning seda
laiendati hiljem 1830-datel aastatel viinatootmi-
se hoogustumise kdigus. Tollest perioodist pari-
neb ka praeguse kolmekordse hoone valimus.

Vihula moéisa viinakook jdi puutumata 19. sa-
jandi 10pul vaga levinud viinakookide moder-
niseerimistoodest. Seega esindab see viinakook
viinatootmise varasemat polvkonda ning on ar-
hailisem kui enamik Eestis sdilinud viinakdo-
ke. Vihula méisa viinakoogi sisseseadet ei ole
kahjuks sédilinud, kuid arvatavasti sarnanes see
tildjoontes 19. sajandi ttitipilisele viinakoogile.

The first reports of vodka distillation at Vihula
Manor date back to the middle of the 18th cen-
tury and it became one of the main economic
activities of the estate in the 19th and beginning
of the 20th century. Initially production covered
only the needs of the estate itself and three tav-
erns belonging to the estate. Later a large pro-
portion of the vodka was sold to the state.

Already by the turn of the 18th century there ex-
isted a stone building at Vihula Manor housing
a vodka distillery. This building was enlarged in
the 1830s to further expand vodka distillation,
giving it the appearance of the present-day three-
storey building.

Vihula moisa viinakook

Vihula Manor Vodka Distillery
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The Vihula Manor vodka distillery remained
unchanged at the end of the 19th century, even
when it was very common to modernize distill-
eries. So this distillery is an example of the ear-
lier generation of vodka production and is more
archaic than most of the remaining distilleries
in Estonia. Unfortunately, the equipment has
not survived, although it is quite likely that it
was, by and large, similar to typical 19th cen-
tury distilleries.

The revenue report (Revenuen-Verschlag) for 1817-1818,
submitted to the credit board, shows that 227.5 barrels of vodka
were distilled in Vihula during that period. A total of 162 barrels
were sold to the state for 7938 roubles and 20 barrels to taverns
for 1300 roubles. In addition, 24 oxen that had been raised on
distillery slop were sold for 1200 roubles.

The majority of the vodka was sold to the Russian state,
first and foremost to the tsarist army. In the 19th century
income from vodka production was the most important
source of prosperity for many estates, and in many cases
this income was used to expand the estates, giving them
the architectural grandeur we know today.

Proximity to St. Petersburg favored vodka production
especially in the Virumaa counties of northern Estonia. It
tkvere moisa hirrastemaja was from these manor distilleries that some of the major
Te factories of the Estonian spirits industry were later

developed — such as the Distillery of Moe and the
